The study abroad application process is a multi-step process.   Students must first submit an RPI Study Abroad Application and the required attachments.  These applications will be reviewed by RPI faculty and staff.  Several factors are taken into consideration during this review process, including GPA, number of exchange places available at host university and academic fit of program to student requirements.  Students who are nominated during the review process will be required to complete the application materials of the host institution.   Once accepted by the host institution, students will be required to submit additional paperwork both to the appropriate study abroad coordinator at RPI and the host institution.
