Studio Physics I

Activity 01 — Installation of LoggerPro and Physics I Data Files
Please follow these instructions carefully.

1. Do not connect the LabPro device to your laptop yet.

2. Insert the “2006-2007 Studio Physics at Rensselaer” CD into your laptop.

3. If you have AutoPlay enabled, the installation of LoggerPro and data files should proceed automatically.  If not, open My Computer, right-click on the CD drive, and select AutoPlay.

4. The installation process will automatically create folders called “Physics I” and “Physics II” at the top level of your C: drive and copy files into them.  If you want to put these folders somewhere else on your hard drive, you can move them later.

Installation of LoggerPro and QuickTime

5. LoggerPro is the program that we will use to capture data from the LabPro device and plot the data on our laptops.  It also allows us to plot the motion of objects in movie clips.  AutoPlay will automatically install LoggerPro.  Accept all the defaults.

6. QuickTime installation will begin automatically during the installation of LoggerPro.  Again, keep the defaults unless otherwise directed, including English.  Leave the “Registered To” form blank.  In the “Associated Multimedia Files” form, accept the default of Macintosh files only.  Click on Finish.

7. Uncheck QuickTime README and uncheck Launch QuickTime.  Click on Close.  Allow the computer to restart if it asks.

Connecting to the LabPro Device

8. During the installation process, your laptop loaded software drivers that will allow you to connect the LabPro device to your USB port.  The software will not be fully installed until you make the physical connection.  However, you do not need to do this right away.  The first time you connect the LabPro, whether today or two months from now, your computer should recognize a new device and do the final installation of the drivers.

When you first plug the LabPro into your USB port, make sure to let the Found New Hardware Wizard complete before starting LoggerPro.  This will take several seconds.
